In Memoriam

Lt. Cmdr Paul “Monty” Montgomery USN (Retired) passed away on Friday May 11th, 2007 in Mesa, Arizona. After suffering a broken hip and several minor strokes, in the past year, he finally succumbed to Congestive Heart Failure at the age of 89, just 3 months shy of his 90th birthday. All who knew him will miss him dearly.
Monty served his country well, participating in 3 wars. His WWII service was as a US Navy pilot flying the much vaunted Corsair. In Korea while serving with VC35, whose members were spread out on many carriers, he flew attack missions in the AD Skyraider. All together his Navy career spanned over 24 years and service on 23 different carriers of the fleet. Upon retiring from the Navy he went to Southeast Asia with Air America Inc. His duties were with the FIC in Saigon (SGN), Udorn (UDN), and Vientiane (VTE). He later served with Air Vietnam (SGN & TSN) in the same capacity. 

He was a lifetime member of China Post1 and the VFW, as well as a member of the Air America Association and VC35 Association. Later in life, he volunteered as a docent at the Champlin Fighter Museum in Mesa, Arizona and served there till it closed in 2004. He dazzled men, women and children with stories that could only be told by someone that was there. His devotion to, and pride in, his country were very much a part of his life.  
Monty is survived by his wife Bonnie and a large loving family. His ashes are being sent to the family home in Bellingham, Washington for a military burial.  
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
